B Length: Approximately 1,500 words

B Quotes: Cite all sources if you include any quotes

B Language: The Sylff website uses American English.

Photos: At least two digital files with captions (preferably photos taken during your research or activities,

but you may also use images that do not infringe on copyrights; please secure the consent of any
individuals who appear in the photo).

B File format: MS Word or compatible format

B Bio: If you do not yet have a profile page on the Sylff website, submit a brief bio and photo (a head shot
of over 350x350 pixels) using the web form that can be accessed from a link at
https://www.sylff.org/fellows/.

B Please understand that your article will be reviewed by our editor. We will ask you to check the edited

version before uploading it onto the website.
